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Who can join?

Membership is FREE and falls into three categories:

FULL membership is open to any voluntary, community or faith organisation, or individual based in or operating in Trafford and is working for the benefit of the community in Trafford and the surrounding area.
Full members are invited to our Annual General Meetings and have full voting rights to elect VCAT Board members.
ASSOCIATE membership is available to all other individuals and organisations which do not qualify for full membership.  This includes statutory and private sector organisations, or organisations and individuals not working for the benefit of Trafford.
Associate members are invited to our Annual General Meetings but have no voting entitlement.
DATABASE membership is open to any group or individual who does not want to become a full or associate member but would like to receive our mailings and information.
Database members will not receive invites to our Annual General Meetings and have no voting rights.

Organisations are not eligible for membership if they are party political in their aims and objectives or, by constitution or practice, are opposed to the values of VCAT and its equal opportunities policies.

VCAT also manages a number of discreet projects throughout Trafford, including:

FASNET:  Trafford’s Family Support Network for voluntary and community groups working with children, young people and families in Trafford.

Health & Wellbeing Forum:  For voluntary and community groups delivering health and social care services in Trafford.
Volunteer Coordinators Forum: This forum is open to anyone involved in supporting and managing volunteers in Trafford, helping to coordinate activities and promote good practice in managing volunteers.
BME Network: A developing network for local Black & Minority Ethnic organisations aiming to help build their capacity in Trafford.

LINk: Trafford’s Local Involvement Network that provides a new way for people to get involved in shaping health and social care.

Trafford 50+ Voice Network:  A place for people aged 50 and over in Trafford to regularly find out and have a say about local services.
TMHAS: Trafford’s Mental Health Advocacy Service is available to anyone in Trafford who believes they have a mental health problem and who needs help to get their voice heard.
Trafford Interfaith Database: Trafford Interfaith Database holds details on faith organisations to develop their skills and capacity and to provide opportunities for faith organisations to be involved in shaping and delivering services in Trafford.
